Students working on Film & Television Productions are required to provide appropriate Risk assessments of their projects prior to receiving equipment.

Every project is different and the risks are unique to that project.

A risk assessment should look at the scope of the project and document responses to possible scenarios that might be encountered.  The prevention and avoidance of the risks should keep in mind; ELIMINATION of the risk, SUBSTITUTION of the risk, ISOLATION of the risk, ENGINEERING to remove the risk, ADMINISTRATION of the risk and the use of PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT.

Note that if, in the student’s considered opinion, there is a potential for an accident to occur, the activity should be abandoned and advice sought from specialists, supervisors or lecturers.  It should be noted that even if this Risk Assessment has been done and/or advice and consultation has been sought from lecturers or other consultants, the liability for risk management still rests, in the final instance, with the students responsible for the project.
